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Problem setting when studying research, analysis of various sources that
study public policy in the field of renewable energy; it becomes possible to identify
the presence of the main. The development of renewable energy is impossible
without the artificial creation of favorable market conditions, so it is necessary to
determine the driving force and identify a clear, reasoned and complete regulatory

framework in the field of renewable energy and energy conservation.

The paper objective of the article is to study the main aspects for the
introduction of renewable energy, and to identify the main mechanisms to

stimulate the development of this industry.

The paper main body State regulatory regulation of renewable energy is
carried out mainly to stimulate (create favorable conditions) the development of
renewable energy (renewable energy), as well as to protect renewable energy from
competition from traditional energy and protect domestic renewable energy

producers from competition from foreign manufacturers.

The function of protecting renewable energy sources from competition from
traditional energy is performed by environmental standards, quotas and taxes -
both in individual countries and globally. Until the impact of renewable energy on
the environment becomes comparable to the impact of traditional energy, these

standards will reduce the competitiveness of traditional energy.

Domestic renewable energy producers are protected from competition by
more successful foreign producers through customs legislation. An example of this
is the single customs tariff of the European Union, which contains the relevant
protectionist provisions. In particular, in order to protect the domestic producer and
its own energy security, the European Union significantly restricts the import of

cheap biofuels [1].

The foundations of the mechanism of stimulating renewable energy began to
be formed in industrialized countries (especially the largest importers of

hydrocarbons) in connection with the aggravation of the global energy situation as
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a result of o1l "shocks" of the 70s of the twentieth century. State intervention in the
energy sector has intensified both in terms of control over consumption and in
terms of diversification of energy imports. Government allocations for research
and development in the field of alternative energy have increased. In the late 1990s,
interest in the development of renewable energy sources was fueled by the
problems of the global climate, and in the early 2000s - by the rapid rise in prices
for energy raw materials (especially oil). Many countries have tightened legislation
to combat local and global pollution from the use of combustible minerals, and
intensified work on the development and use of renewable energy sources.
Particular attention is paid to different types of renewable energy sources, which
allows to obtain "clean" energy, which has virtually no negative impact on the

environment [4].

Conclusions of the research and prospects of the further studies in this
field State regulation of renewable energy should be carried out mainly to
stimulate (create favorable conditions) for the development of renewable energy,
as well as to protect renewable energy from competition from traditional energy
and protect domestic renewable energy from competition from foreign

manufacturers.

The main measures of administrative influence are: approval of project
documentation and issuance of licenses for construction and operation of facilities;
conducting tenders for the implementation of projects in the field of
unconventional energy; mandatory quotas for production (consumption) of
electricity from renewable sources and penalties for non-compliance with
established obligations; information and ethical support of renewable energy;
assistance to government agencies at various levels of advertising campaigns,

exhibitions and presentations of energy-saving technologies.

The partnership between the state and business plays an important role in the

development of renewable energy. The development and application of effective

national standards in the field of renewable energy provides the following
advantages: the establishment of common terminology and values; codification of
best practices and management systems; accumulation of necessary engineering
practices; development of common methods of testing, measurement and

raising awareness and competence of consumers and users.
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
