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In the past few years, we can observe a high level of migration processes in the 

world. Migration between countries is an adequate response to a different level of life, 

unfavorable living conditions, economic development, security and so on. In 

addition, the intensification of military operations in certain parts of the globe affects 

the growth of migration from unsafe regions to the countries of the European Union, 

the United States of America and other highly developed states. Thus, the problem of 

the growth in the number of illegal migration processes is urgent and requires 

solution.  

Political leaders of some states see a particular danger in a chain illegal 

migration. Chain illegal migration is a process in which an illegal migrant, due to the 

comfort of being in the receiving country, decides to transport his family members to 

that country. In many countries where migrants seek to enter, labor markets can 

absorb a large number of illegal labor migrants. Therefore, the availability of 

employment opportunities and the readiness of employers to hire illegal migrants are 

the most important factors contributing to the growth of chain migration[1, c. 1119]. 
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It is also necessary to take into account the activities of criminal groups engaged in 

the smuggling of migrants and receiving huge incomes.  

A high level of illegal migration causes concern in many countries of the world, 

as it entails a number of negative consequences and threats to society and the state. 

Among such consequences: 

- the level of criminalization of society due to the presence among criminals of 

fugitives, terrorists, rapidly developing corruption and organized crime related to the 

smuggling of migrants, the commission of crimes by migrants and against them, the 

growth of the level of "related" crimes (trafficking in human beings, arms, drug 

business, terrorism, etc.) [2, c. 7]. 

- the growth of the "shadow economy" and the expansion of the illegal labor 

market; 

- the interethnic tension, new political and economic threats connected with 

illegal chain migration. 

Measures to combat illegal chain migration are a combination of effective 

migration legislation, preventive and law enforcement measures. These measures are 

implemented both in individual states and at the global level. In countering illegal 

migration, the states set two goals: to limit the number of illegal migrants and to stop 

the activities of criminal structures engaged in their illegal importation. 

Various measures are taken to counter illegal migration, the main ones being: 

 strengthening of measures of responsibility for the organization of smuggling 

of migrants; 

 improvement of the work of border services; 

 limiting cases of illegal employment through exercising control over the labor 

market, administrative, criminal and civil sanctions against employers (especially 

relevant in the context of the study of illegal chain migrations) [3, c. 17]; 

 the application of sanctions to carriers, i.e. transport companies that have 

imported an illegal migrant by land, water or air; 

 strengthening of the responsibility of foreign citizens for illegal stay in the 

country; 

 control the number of persons with illegal status by means of expulsion or 

migration amnesties; 

 wider use of legal migration channels; 

 strengthening of international cooperation in preventing illegal migration 

activity; 

 providing financial and economic assistance to countries of origin of illegal 

migrants. 

Such a serious development of illegal migration requires immediate and 

professional opposition from law enforcement bodies, both nationally and 
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internationally. Joint measures, which will be exchanged with the cooperation of 

several states, are much more effective than the actions of individual states.

вже не ручкою, а лезом. Виконання кожного завдання має бути зняте на відео. 

Всього завдань, як правило 50. Завершальним етапом «гри» - доведення 

дитини до самогубства [2].
